Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada (AAFC)
Internship Program for Foreigners
AAFC provides outstanding foreign students, post graduates and scientists with the opportunity to carry out research activities at one of its 19 research centres. The participants will be joining leading edge multidisciplinary teams internationally renowned for the excellence of their research. 
The selection process is highly competitive. The Participants must prove they have excellent academic record or research, have a scholarship or sufficient financial resources, and that they satisfy the official language proficiency requirement (English or French). The Participant and his/her home institution must also accept the provisions of the Research Participant Agreement which set the terms and conditions of the internship. 

AAFC provides the work space and facilities, and in most cases, bears the cost of the research. The Participant is responsible for his/her travel, living and accommodation expenses. The Participant’s source of funding could come from one’s home country, such as the home university, funding agency, government or private research body. 
To apply to the AAFC Internship Program, the Participant needs first to find an AAFC scientist that will agree to sponsor his/her training. To find such a sponsor, the Participant may look at the AAFC web site: agr.gc.ca/science, and contact directly a scientist. Another avenue is to contact the coordinator of the AAFC Internship Program, Mr. Shan He (Shan.He @agr.gc.ca) to get a list of available internship proposals or the Centre research director. In all cases, the Participant must provide a detailed Curriculum Vitae (CV), specify the duration and the dates of the expected internship, demonstrate that he/she meets the Official Language Proficiency Requirement, and provide information on the financial resource while in Canada.
The AAFC sponsor and managers, the Participant and his/her home institution will set the terms and conditions of the internship as described in the Handbook for Foreign Research Participants. The whole process takes 3-5 months, in average.
